Canaanites? (Oldest Servant)
2) Who did the oldest servant have to swear by? (God)
3) Who was Abraham’s son of promise? (Isaac)
4) Where was the servent sent to �nd Isaac a wife? (Abraham’s Family)
5) Who said, “To your descendants I give this land”? (The Lord)
6) Abraham said that the Lord will send ____ ______ before you, and you shall take a 
wife for my son from there. (His Angel)
7) What was Isaac’s wife’s name? (Rebekah)
8) What was Rebekah’s brother’s name? (Laban)
9) True or False–Did the servant asked to lodge with Rebekah’s family? (True)
10) What did the camels kneel down beside? (Well)

Intermediate Di�culty 
1) What book of the Bible is this story in and what chapter? (Genesis; 24)
2) What was the servant’s clue as to which women he should take back to Isaac? (The 
women who o�ers the servant and his camels a drink of water)
3) Whose granddaughter was Rebekah? (Nahor)
4) How was Nahor kin to Abraham? (His Brother)
5) What was the only way that the oldest servant was released from his oath to 
Abraham and God? (If the women wouldn’t follow him back)
6) What city did the servant go to? (Nahor)
7) What did the servant put on the nose of Rebekah? (Nose Ring)

Advanced Di�culty
1) What was Rebekah’s dad’s name? (Bethuel)
2) How many camels did the servant take from his master? (Ten)
3) How much did the nose ring weigh? (Half a shekel)
4) How many days did Rebekah’s family want her to stay before she should leave? 
(Ten)
5) Who else left with Rebekah? (Her Nurse)
6) What was Isaac doing when he saw the camels coming? (Meditating) 
7) What did Rebekah do when she realized that she was approaching Isaac? (Got o� 
her camel and put a veil on)

Instructions: Divide the room into two teams. Have a baseball diamond drawn on the board (or you can 
have a place in the room established for first, second, third, and home, where the students will stand when 
a question is answered correctly). Each student gets to choose the difficulty of question. If the question is 
answered incorrectly then that is an out. Beginning difficulty is worth 1 base. Intermediate is worth 2 bases. 
Advanced is worth a home run.
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
